Student Calendar for Financial Aid

Senior Year – High School

September / October – Visit the Career Center to Research community – based scholarship and grant opportunities.

October / November – After obtaining applications for admission, contact each school to request scholarship information and a separate application if required. Also, check their deadline for Scholarships and FAFSA. Determine if they require Profile (required by a small number of Private Colleges and Universities). Profile form is available on line and in the Career Center.

December – Gather materials and information that you will need to file FAFSA after January 1st.

January – File FAFSA as soon as possible after January 2nd and prior to March 2nd (certain private schools will have an earlier date). Make sure GPA verification is mailed to the California Student Aid Commission by March 2nd (see LBHS Records Office). Find Laguna Beach High School Scholarship Application on-line and complete by March 2nd.
March / April – Colleges may request additional documents from financial aid applicants including tax returns.

April / May – Financial Aid offers are typically made available to students if FAFSA and follow-up documents were filed on time. Review award offers carefully. 

June – LBHSSF Honors Convocation

Additional Suggestions – Keep a copy of all applications and forms filed. Get a ‘Certificate of Mailing’ from the Post Office when you mail important application materials.
